1. Purpose. To invite attention to the val uable services
performed by the Navy Wves C ub of Anerica (NWCA),

| ncorporated, and to provide a web site that |ists NACA | ocal
chapters. This instruction is a conplete revision and should be
reviewed in its entirety.

2. Cancellation. BUPERSINST 5760. 1.

3. Background

a. Chartered in 1936, NWCA is a national organization
conposed of an el ected board of national officers, four regional
presidents, and |ocal clubs at Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast
Guard installations throughout the world. Menbership is open to

(1) spouses of enlisted personnel serving in the U S.
Navy, Marine Corps, and Coast Quard.

(2) spouses of enlisted personnel in active reserve
units of these services.

(3) spouses of enlisted personnel who have been
honor ably di scharged with pay and who are receiving nonthly
disability paynents and are retaining all benefits or retired.

(4) widows or wi dowers of enlisted personnel in these
servi ces.

b. Al regular NWCA nenbers nust possess a DD 1173,
Uni formed Services ldentification and Privilege Card.
References (a) and (b) recognize the NWCA as an organi zation
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deserving the full support and cooperation of the Navy and
Mar i ne Cor ps.

4. Prograns. NWCA prograns include, but are not limted to the
fol | ow ng:

a. Education, including

(1) sponsoring and assisting with educational courses
and sem nars that include sea service life, benefits,
medi cal / dental care, etc.

(2) assisting in the presentation of courses given by
the Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society (NMCRS) and the Anmerican
Red Cross (ARC), and working in cooperation with |ocal Fleet and
Fam |y Support Centers (FFSCs).

b. Wlfare, including

(1) doing volunteer work for NMCRS, ARC, FFSCs and
numerous other mlitary and civilian projects.

(2) participating in the fleet Sail or-of-the-Year
pr ogram

(3) assisting service and veterans’ famlies by
provi di ng support and financial assistance.

(4) visiting naval/veterans hospitals and assisting
patients.

(5) visiting homes for senior citizens, providing
reading material and entertai nment, and perform ng errands.

(6) awardi ng an education scholarship annually to
spouses of sea service enlisted personnel.

c. Support, including

(1) providing a congenial support programfor the
spouses and fam lies of enlisted personnel.

(2) welcomng newly reporting famlies.
5. Finances. Menbership dues are collected mainly to cover
operating expenses. Fund raising projects and donations are

used to support mlitary and civilian conmunity projects.
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6. Schol arshi p Foundation. The NWCA Schol arshi p Foundati on
provi des schol arships for college and vocational training to
dependent children of enlisted nmenbers of the Navy, Mrine Corps
and Coast Guard. Forty-one grants are presented annually, each
in the amount of $1,500. A substantial portion of the club's
fund raising is for the benefit of this major project.

8. Action. NWCA offers significant potential to enhance norale
and encourage career service. Chief of Naval Operations and
Commandant of the Marine Corps endorse the purposes and prograns
of this organization and encourage comuandi ng officers to assi st
the NWCA in establishing and mai ntaining strong and effective

| ocal clubs within the guidelines of reference (a). Such

assi stance may include the use of facilities for club neetings
and wor ki ng space; the publicizing of NWCA activities, services,
and points of contact; and the use of nechanical office

equi pnent on a not-to-interfere basis.
